FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT 
MARRIAGE:  In this series of 23 questions published by 

the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, we will 
look at this list throughout the summer:  8. When a Catholic 
marries a non-Catholic, must the non-Catholic promise to 
raise the children in the Catholic faith?  The non-Catholic 

spouse does not have to promise to have the children 
raised Catholic.  The Catholic spouse must promise to do 
all that he or she can to have the children baptized and 
raised in the Catholic faith.  9. Is it required that a wedding 
celebration have expensive flowers, clothes and other 
accompaniments?  The Rite of Marriage makes no 
reference to any of these cultural elements.  The focus of 
the couple should be on the celebration of the sacrament.  
Pastors repeatedly point out that a couple do not have to 
postpone the celebration of the Sacrament of Marriage 
because they cannot afford such things.  10.  How much 
does it cost to get married in the Catholic Church?  Diocese 

often regulate the stipend, or offering to the church, that is 
customary on the occasion of a wedding.  Depending on 
different areas, this might also include the fee for the 
organist and vocalist.  In a situation of true financial 
difficulty, couples can come to an agreement with their 
pastors so that true financial hardship will never prevent a 
Catholic marriage from taking place.
