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FRGENE'S NOTE

In Luke’s Gospel this weekend, we begin
a new section that has Jesus start His final
journey to Jerusalem where He will endure
His cross, death and Resurrection and thereby
save us. He is resolved to do this as His
Father’s will and wants the disciples to join
Him. They are at a different point than Jesus,
as we see when they want to call down fire
and destruction on the Samaritans for
refusing them entry. (Bomb your enemies
instead of love your enemies!) Jesus asks them
to calm down and find another route. Jesus
does remind them that the road is not easy —
it is severe and demanding: “I have nowhere
to rest my head...” Following Him and
proclaiming the Kingdom of God takes
precedence over all other obligations, like
family and even burying a dead father! It is
not said to be mean, but to let people know
that this work is the most important thing
and doing it means salvation. Over the next
few weeks, we will hear much more about
Jesus and His disciples as Luke’s Gospel
presents what it means for all of us to follow
Jesus and share in His work of salvation. He
1s our Lord and Savior; we are His disciples
and messengers of the Kingdom of God in our
lives and in our daily work; like the prophets
Elijah and Elisha in the first reading and Paul
in the second, we all have a part to play. One
week before we celebrate the 4t of July and
our freedom and Independence, Paul reminds
us what real freedom is: “For freedom Christ
set us free; so stand firm and do not submit to
the yoke of slavery”. Freedom is not an
opportunity of the flesh but for service. It is
not about back biting and consuming but
about loving and caring for others. It is the
right moment for each of us to look at how we
use our freedom!!

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT
MARRIAGE: In this series of 23 questions published by
the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, we will
take look at this list throughout the summer: 4. If a Catholic
wants to marry a non-Catholic, how can they assure that
the marriage is recognized by the Church? In addition to
meeting the criteria for a valid Catholic marriage (see
question #3 in last week’s bulletin), the Catholic must seek
permission from the local bishop to marry a non-Catholic. If
the person is a non-Catholic Christian, this permission is
called a “permission to enter into a mixed marriage.” If the
person is a non-Christian, the permission is called a
“dispensation from disparity of cult.” Those helping to
prepare the couple for marriage can assist with the
permission process. 5. Why does a Catholic wedding have
to take place in a church? For Catholics, marriage is not
just a social or family event, but a church event. For this
reason, the Church prefers that marriages between
Catholics, or between Catholics and other Christians, be
celebrated in the parish church of one of the spouses.
Only the local bishop can permit a marriage to be
celebrated in another suitable place.
