FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT
MARRIAGE: In this series of 23 questions published by
the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, we will
take look at this list throughout the summer: 13. Why does
the church require engaged couples to participate in a
marriage preparation program? Marriage preparation
offers couples the opportunity to develop a better
understanding of Christian marriage; to evaluate and
deepen their readiness to live married life; and to gain
insights into themselves as individuals and as a couple. It
is especially effective in helping couples to deal with the
challenges of the early years of marriage. 14. What kinds
of marriage preparation programs does the church offer?
Depending on the diocese and parish, several may be
available. Programs include a weekend program with other
couples, such as Catholic Engaged Encounter
(www.engagedencounter.org), a series of sessions in large
or small groups or meetings with an experienced married
couple. Some programs may be offered in Spanish and
other languages. Specific programs address particular
circumstances, such as remarriage, children brought into
the marriage and marriage to a non-Catholic. As part of
their preparation, many couples complete a premarital
inventory such as FOCCUS, to identify issues for further
discussion.
